The Society took possession of 55009 and 55019 @5h 2
August 1982. 55015 and one cab of 55008 were aadurir
1986. One cab of 55021 was acquired in 2006. A raurob
preserved railways were homes for the locos before
2003, the Society had a custom built depot contdic
alongside the railway roundhouse at Barrow Hill,
Chesterfield, which for the first time brought tivhole fleet
